There are 10 incidents and events depicted (Clockwise):

1. Jacob meets Esav

2. The wagons that Yosef, Yaacov’s son, sent him when

Yosef became viceroy of Egypt.

3. The bowl of lentils (Adashim) that Yaacov offered

to Esav in exchange for the ‘Right of the Firstborn.’

4. The ‘dudaim’ mandrakes incident

5. Yaacov makes a pact with Lavan.

6. Yaacov works as a shepard.

7. Yaacov’s name changes to Yisroel (Israel) after

struggling with an angel  and the angel touches Israel

on his side. Since then Jews cannot eat the sciatic nerve.

Afterwards the sun heals Israel.

8. The ladder of prayer leading to Heaven.

9. The twins struggle in the womb.

10. The well of water where Yaacov met Rochel.

11. The 4 species that Yaacov used to increase his flocks.

11. The ‘Katones Passim,’ (Coat of Many Colors), that

Yaacov’s father gave him which, because of his brother’s 

jealousy, caused his descent into Egypt.

  All together there are 12 items that parallel The Twelve Tribes that Yaacov Avinu fathered. 

Where is the ‘Katones Passim?’

Answer: The design element going from top (Next to Yaacov Avinu’s right

Hand) down towards the center left (Next to the sheep’s head.) symbolizes

The ‘Katones Passim.’ This ‘katones’ is what inflamed the brothers’ hatred toward Joseph more than anything else (Check Rashi) and caused the descent of the Jews into Mitrayim.
